WASHINGTON — Because of aew me-
chanical problems, the Army has suspended
its performance {esting on the vehicle that
will replace the jeep,

During testing last Thursday at Aberdeen
Proving Ground in Aberdeen, Md., a drive
shaft on one of the vehicles snapped, accord-
ing to Army officials. As a result, the Army
decided that it would be *‘most prudent that
a hiatus be placed on this portion of the test-
ing'' until the problem is resolved, said Col.
Paul Gonez, an official involved with the
program,
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He added thai over ihe weekend the
Army asked the manufacturer, Detfroit
hased AM General Corp., to test other vehi-
cles “to iry to break some more” drive
shafts. He said that the same problem sur-
faced during these lesis. )

+Col, Gonez said it was too soon to defer-
mine how serious the problem is or how ex-
pensive it would be to correct it. He said
that under the government’s contract with
AM General, the company would be finan-
cially responsible for correcting the appar-
ent defect.

The vehicle, called the High Mobility
Multipurpose Wheeled Vehicle, was devel-
oped to replace a range of transportation
equipment including jeeps, ambulances and
small cargo trucks used by the Army, Air
Force and Marine Corps. In March 1983, the
Army awarded a §1.2 billion, five-year con-
tract to AM General to produce 55,000 of the
vehicles, known as “HMMWVs" in military
jargon and “"Hummers" {o the company,
